(3) Applicants must be of an eligible school age and grade. This applies to schools in Japan and other countries.
(The new school year starts in April.)

(4) Applicants who have graduated or will graduate from junior high school in Japan or other countries.

(5)English Language Proficience (CEFR Iv. B2 or higher as shown in the following or equivalent tests: Eiken Pre-1, TOEFL IBT 72-94 . TOEFL
Junior 850-900)

Applications for Mid-year transfer into grade 11 (DP Year 1) can be accepted if the subjects studied at the applicant’s previous school match or
partly match the subjects offered at OIS Diploma Programme.
